Dear Friends:

The Philippine Junior Golf Federation will be conducting the 11th Philippine International Junior Golf Championships at Ayala Greenfield Golf and Leisure Club in Calamba, Laguna on January 4-7, 2011.
We would like to take this opportunity to invite your junior players to participate in this event.  For over-all individual play in the boys’ division, there will be one (1) over-all champion for boys aged 13-17.  There will be competition in the different age groups:  Class A (15-17), Class B (13-14), Class C (11-12) and Class D (10 and under).  Competition and age groups in the girls’ division will depend on the number of female participants.  Likewise, there will be competition among players with higher handicaps in the fourteen (14) and under age groups to provide the necessary exposure to intermediate players.  The tournament will be for three days from January 5 to 7 for all participants with January 4 as the official practice round.

We will require an entry fee of ONE HUNDRED FIFTY U.S. DOLLARS (US$150.00) for each player which will cover the green fees for January 5 to 8 and entitles each player to complimentary accommodations at the Cantada Sports Center plus breakfast, lunch and dinner from January 3 to 7 and breakfast and lunch on January 8. 
Free use of the sports center’s facilities (including a state-of-the-art, air-conditioned basketball court, beach volleyball court, swimming pool, physical fitness gym, boxing gym, spa, badminton courts, table-tennis, tennis court, roller blades, and videoke lounge) will be extended to our guests. Complimentary lunch will be provided to the participating players at the tournament venue for the duration of the tournament (including practice round).  Likewise, there will be an opening night dinner and an awards night dinner wherein all participating players, officials and parents are invited.  Local transportation (airport transfers and golf course/hotel/golf course transfers) will, likewise, be provided free of charge on January 3 and 8.
We are ready to accommodate one adult per delegation to stay and accompany the players at the sports center from January 3 to 8 for a fee of US$150.00.
The tournament is open to both boys and girls who have not reached the age of 18 on January 7, 2011.
We are enclosing copies of the entry form and tournament information.

Closing date for the above tournament will be December 10, 2010.  We would appreciate it very much if you could confirm your participation at the earliest possible time.  Thank you very much.

TOURNAMENT CONDITIONS 
1. DATE & VENUE

The 11th Philippine International Junior Golf Championships will be held from January 4-7, 2011 at Ayala Greenfield Golf and Leisure Club in Calamba, Laguna.  The golf club is approximately a 50-minute drive south of Manila. It is an 18-hole, par 72, all-weather championship golf course.
2. ELIGIBILITY
The tournament is limited to boys and girls who have not reached the age of eighteen (18) on January 7, 2011. 
3.  THE TOURNAMENT COMMITTEE  
The Tournament Committee appointed by the Philippine Junior Golf Federation shall have the sole management and control of the tournament and with full power to alter or vary any of the conditions, at any time, including scheduling another day or venue should it be deemed necessary.  

The Tournament Committee’s decision on all matters affecting the tournament shall be final.

4. RULES 

The Rules of Golf as adopted by the Royal and Ancient Golf Club of St. Andrews and the USGA shall apply together with such local rules as approved by the Tournament Committee.
5.  FORMAT

All players will play 54 holes.

In the Boys Individual Competition, age divisions will be as follows: 

         Class A 15 - 17 years    

Class C 11 - 12 years
         Class B 13 - 14 years 

Class D 10 and under
In the Girls Individual Competition, age divisions will depend on the number of participants.
DIVISION II COMPETITION

There will be competition for boys and girls with higher handicaps in the fourteen (14) and under age groups to provide the necessary exposure to intermediate participants.  

6.  TEES  

In the Boys competition,

7. TIES  

In the event of a tie in any of the categories, unless the Tournament Committee otherwise determines, play shall continue over such holes, as the Tournament Committee shall decide, players being eliminated hole by hole as they fail to maintain equality with other or others until the winner is determined.  Ties for all other trophies shall be decided by count-back.
8. PROTESTS  

Disputes or protests must be made in writing and be lodged with the Tournament Committee within ten minutes of the completion of the competitor’s round.

9.  CADDIES  

A player must avail of the services of a caddie.
10. AWARDS & PRIZES
Over-all Individual Champion Boys (13-17 years) – Champion trophy

BOYS Class A, B, C and D - Champion, 1st Runner-up, 2nd Runner-up trophies

GIRLS - Champion and Runner-up

The Committee may, at its absolute discretion, determine the number of prizes awarded for any of the divisions as it deems fit.

11. PRACTICE ROUND  

Players are entitled to a free practice round on January 4.  

12.  DRESS REGULATION  

All players must comply with the following dress regulations:  
BOYS – tailored shorts or slacks and socks and shirts with collars must be worn on the golf course (NO OPEN TOE SLIPPERS MAY BE WORN ON THE COURSE OR THE CLUBHOUSE).  

GIRLS – shorts, skirts or tailored slacks and tops (no backless, tubes or singlet tops).

13. SMOKING  

Smoking is prohibited at all times.  The penalty for violating this rule is DISQUALIFICATION.

14. PACE OF PLAY

Rule 6-7 will be strictly enforced.  Each group must maintain its position on the course with respect to the group preceding it.  Any group with a clear hole in front of it will be considered out of position.  Penalties will issued to individuals in such groups who, by their pace, contribute to such delay.  Warning may not be issued prior to penalties.

15. BALL  

It is obligatory for all competitors to play with a ball, which is named in the current R & A and USGA Approved List.  Penalty:  DISQUALIFICATION.

16. DRAW AND STARTING TIMES  

A draw for each day’s play will be published.  Players shall start at a time and in the order arranged by the Tournament Committee.  Rule 6-3a provides “The Player shall start at the time laid down by the Committee”.  The penalty for breach of Rule 6-3a is disqualification.  However, it is a condition of this Tournament that, in the absence of circumstances which warrant waiving the penalty of disqualification as provided in Rule 33-7, if the player arrives at his/her starting point, ready to play, within five minutes of his/her starting time, the penalty for failure to start on time is two strokes, instead of disqualification.

17. MOTORIZED VEHICLE  

During any round of the Tournament, competitors may not travel in or on any motorized vehicle.

18. SPECTATORS  

Spectators may be allowed on the course provided they comply with existing Club rules (this will be discussed in the Team Captains Meeting).
19. ENTRY FEE
The entry fee is US$150. The fee covers the green fees for January 4 to 7 and entitles each player to complimentary accommodations at the Cantada Sports Center and also breakfast, lunch and dinner from January 3 to 7 and breakfast and lunch on January 8. Local transportation to and from the airport and to and from the tournament venue will be provided for free on January 3 and 8.

20.  CLOSING DATE
December 10, 2010

21. OPENING AND AWARDING CEREMONIES
The opening ceremony will be on January 4, after the practice round. The awarding ceremony will be on January 7, after the final round. Both will be held at the Cantada Sports Center and are free of charge to all participants, officials and parents.

22. MISCELLANEOUS - ACCOMODATIONS
The official accommodations for the players will be at the Cantada Sports Center. Free use of the sports center’s facilities (including a state-of-the-art, air-conditioned basketball court, beach volleyball court, swimming pool, physical fitness gym, boxing gym, spa, badminton courts, table-tennis, tennis court, roller blades, and videoke lounge) will be extended to the participants.  
One adult per delegation may stay and accompany the participants at the Cantada Sports Center for a fee of US$150.00. The fee covers the room plus breakfast and dinner at the Sports Center from January 3-7 and breakfast on January 8.

There is a limited number of hotel-type rooms for parents and officials at the Cantada Sports Center. These rooms have the following amenities: air-conditioning, private bath with hot water, television, dvd player, refrigerator. The room rates are US$50.00 per night for single and US$ 70.00 double occupancy.  The fee includes breakfast and dinner at the Sports Center.
