Practice Range

Competition Format 

• The competition will be decided by stroke play over 3 rounds of 18 holes 

• Cut-off after 36 holes of play. Top 50% leading players or top 50 or ties (Men) 

 and top 50% leading or top 20 or ties (ladies) will advance to Final Round. 

• Winner of competition (Men & Ladies) will be decided on player with the 

 lowest gross score for three rounds. 

Scoring 
Players must submit their duly signed (counter signed by appointed marker) scorecards no later than 10 

minutes upon completion of each round.  

Caddies/Buggies 

• Caddies and Buggies (twin sharing basis) are provided to Players. 

• Personal caddies are to be registered with the Tournament Committee. 

• Caddies can be arranged at the caddie station at the HHGCC Crossover Bar 

• Players shall walk at all times and must not ride on any form of transportation during a 

stipulated round unless permitted and authorized to ride by the Tournament Committee. 

• The Buggy provided is only for the use of transportation of equipments of the players and shall 

be operated by the Caddy and no one else. 

• Players are allowed to take buggy ride after completion of play at Green Hole No.9 to tee-box 

No.10 and at Green Hole No.18 to tee-box No.1 only 

Prize Presentation Prize presentation will take place at the Golfers Lounge after play. 

Bag Drop Off Please drop off and pick up golf bags at the Bag Drop Area. 

Etiquette
